Osechi is a Japanese traditional New Year's dish. The Japanese
celebrate the New Year Day with Osechi. Every dish in Osechi has special
meaning. For example, Kuromame is eaten to stay healthy and strong.
And Osechi dishes are packed in a special box like a bento box. It is
called Jubako.
